Treue und Vertrauen sind Tugenden oder Ressourcen, ohne die zwischenmenschliches Leben und eine
bedurfnisgerechte Behandlung und Pflege nicht moéglich sind. Die Haltung der Treue ist zentral fur das
Verhaltnis eines Menschen zu sich selbst und der Wahrheit. Treue ist lebenswichtig fur die Gesellschaft
im Sinne von Verbindlichkeit und Verlasslichkeit. Vertrauen ist eine Erfahrung, die es Menschen erlaubt,
sich auf Unsicherheit und Ungewissheit einzulassen. Wenn auch Vertrauen ein riskantes Geflhl ist,
so ist es auch ein sozialer Kitt und Klebstoff, der uns zu sozialen Wesen macht und verbindet und
zur 'Software ethischen Verhaltens' gehdort. Obwohl es sich um zentrale Kategorien handelt, sind
Treue und Vertrauen bislang in ihrer Bedeutung noch nicht ausreichend beschrieben, begriffen und
mit Blick auf die Praxis reflektiert worden. Erértert man dabei auch Synonyme wie Liebe, Loyalitat,
Solidaritat und Verbundenheit, dann ergeben sich daraus viele fir das Gesundheitswesen essenzielle
Handlungsfelder. In seinen drei Teilen bietet das interdisziplindre Handbuch Menschen, die Gesund-
heitsberufen tatig sind, grundlegende Informationen, Konzepte sowie Empfehlungen und bezieht dabei
aktuelle gesellschaftliche Diskussionen sowie Fragen der personlichen Lebensgestaltung mit ein.

Was geschieht, wenn diese beiden Essenzen vernachlassigt werden, wird an den verschiedenen
gesellschaftlichen und wirtschaftlichen Zerfallserscheinungen der letzten Jahre und Jahrzehnte mehr
als deutlich.

This volume reflects
a selection of new directions and insights, and constitutes a general broadening and deepening of
narrative gerontology, exploring its implications for theory and research in the field of aging, and for the
quality of life of older adults themselves. Such deepening indicates a greater refinement of thought,
method, and intervention. The evolution of narrative gerontology is also evidenced by a significant
increase in the number of faculty and graduate students engaged in research in this area, as well as
by increasing collaboration among researchers, practitioners, and administrators in applying narrative
insights to contexts such as long term care - indeed, healthcare in general. These initiatives have given
rise to the phrase, "narrative care as core care".
